HOW TO GET THERE? 

ACCESS BY PLANE 

Split Airport (SPU): The airport is 9km from the base, which is a 15-minute journey by car.  

There are regular flights from all major European airports with all major airline carriers. Please check the 

schedule on the airport website. 

TRANSFERS FROM THE AIRPORT TO OUR BASE

WEATHER CONDITIONS 

WEATHER 

The best seasons to enjoy a cruise in Trogir are undoubtedly late spring, summer and early autumn, when 

the climate is sunny, warm and dry. July and August are the hottest months and the busiest.  

TEMPERATURE 

The average temperature in Trogir in summer is between 78ºF and 95ºF. The sea temperature in Trogir in 

summer is between 75°F (23°C) and 82°F (28°C). In August, temperatures can soar above 30°C. And in 

February, the coldest month, it can be as low as 3°C. 

 

Climate in Trogir, Croatia: 

● Summer high: The August high is around 87°F (29°C) 

● Winter low: The January/February low is 39°F (6°C)
