ACCESS BY PLANE

Airport Ajaccio Napoleon Bonaparte (AJA): The airport is 7,6km from the base, which is a 15-minute
journey by car/shuttle. There are regular flights from Paris, London, Nice, Toulouse, Marseille, Lille, Caen,

Brest and Geneva with a range of airlines. Please check the schedule on the airport website.

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WEATHER
The best time to visit Corsica is in the summer when you can make the most of the warm, dry

Mediterranean climate. You can sail from May to September, although the summer months are the
most popular.
The temperature in Corsica in summer averages 822F (27°C) and the sea temperatures are around

759F (23°C) in summer.

Climate in Corsica:

e Summer high: The July high is around 822F (27°C)

e  Winter low: The January low is 399F (3°C)
