SAILING CONDITIONS 

SAILING AREA 

The sailing conditions for Athens sailing vacations are normally relatively calm and popular with 

couples and families. 

WEATHER 

The best time to visit Athens and the Saronic Islands is summer with great temperatures averaging 

86ºF (30°C) in July and August and plenty of sunshine hours. 

The Saronic Gulf and its islands have great weather conditions year-round with mild winters and dry 

summers. In spring, between March and May, and fall, between September and October, the 

weather is still sunny and warm with very little rain. The area has a long sailing season. 

 

TEMPERATURE 

Climate in Athens: 

• Summer High: The July high is around 91ºF (33°C) 

• Winter Low: The January low is 45ºF (8°C) 

YOUR CRUISE 

• DRINK TOKENS In addition to the included beverages (1 local cocktail every evening per 1/2L table 

wine per day per guest during meals, fruit juices, sodas) additional alcoholic drinks such as beer, 

cocktails (same as the included ones), or full bottles of wine can be redeemed on board using 

tokens (not by the glass). Tokens cost €4 each and can be purchased only on the spot at check-in 

(not on board). Unused tokens are refundable or can be exchanged at the base – subject to 

availability – for goodies like T-shirts or caps. 

WHAT TO PACK 

• Soft luggage that you can fold away or roll up - hard suitcases are hard to fit in your cabin and 

there is nowhere to store them onboard
