ACCESS BY PLANE 
 

Athens International Airport Eleftherios Venizelos (ATH): The airport is 30km from the base, which is 

a one-hour journey by car/shuttle. The airport services most of the known air carriers from many 

international destinations.

distant Greek islands. As one of the top things to do in Athens, it can get busy, so a visit here 

is best first thing in the morning, or at sunset. 

2.   Lunch and sunbathing at Love Bay: This scenic little bay on Poros offers a day of relaxation 

with sun loungers, divine views and refreshments on tap. Stop for a snack and stay for a 

delightful swim. 

3.   Horseback riding in Hydra: With no cars permitted on the island, it’s the perfect activity for 

touring the best of the island’s scenery. There are a few different outfitters offering 

horseback riding. 

4.   Cafe hop in Poros: Spend a day in Poros, meander along the quaint streets, enjoy a few cafes 

while you people-watch and take in the stunning scenery in every direction. 

5.   Ancient Greek Theatre of Epidavros: One of our top things to do is spending some time 

touring this ancient amphitheater, famed for its classic Greek construction and astounding 

acoustics. This UNESCO-listed monument is even still used for concerts today, now that is a 

feat of sound engineering! 

 

WEATHER 
 

The best time to visit Athens and the Saronic Islands is summer with great temperatures averaging 
 

86ºF (30°C) in July and August and plenty of sunshine hours. 
 

The Saronic Gulf and its islands have great weather conditions year-round with mild winters and dry 

summers. In spring, between March and May, and fall, between September and October, the 

weather is still sunny and warm with very little rain. The area has a long sailing season and 

conditions for Athens sailing vacations are normally relatively calm and popular with couples and
