WEATHER 

Sardinia enjoys a Mediterranean climate with long, dry and hot summers – the perfect setting for 

outdoor fun. Winters are short and relatively warm. The shoulder seasons of mid-spring and early fall 

also offer pleasant weather and sailing. 

TEMPERATURE 

Climate in Sardinia: 

● Summer high: The August high is around 88ºF 

● Winter low: The February low is 41ºF 

WIND SYSTEMS 

The prevailing wind is from the west all-year round. During the summer, the wind is normally present 

due to the thermic breeze, which makes for excellent sailing conditions. 

YOUR CRUISE 

• DRINK TOKENS In addition to the included beverages (1 local cocktail every evening per 1/2L table 

wine per day per guest during meals, fruit juices, sodas) additional alcoholic drinks such as beer, 

cocktails (same as the included ones), or full bottles of wine can be redeemed on board using 

tokens (not by the glass). Tokens cost €4 each and can be purchased only on the spot at check-in 

(not on board). Unused tokens are refundable or can be exchanged at the base – subject to 

availability – for goodies like T-shirts or caps.
